POWER AND BROKERAGE IN THE OTTOMAN SIXTEENTH CENTURY:
REASSESSING SOKOLLU MEHMED PASA

This lecture reconsiders the career of Sokollu Mehmed Pasa (d. 1579), a figure commonly credited
with sustaining the Ottoman Empire’s political and administrative coherence in the later sixteenth
century. Rather than approaching him through celebratory biography, the paper treats Sokollu as a
problem of governance and asks what, in practical terms, his long tenure as grand vizier actually
achieved. Educated in the Enderun and serving under Suleyman |, Selim Il, and Murad Ill, Sokollu
operated as a principal broker between dynasty, court, and the Balkan provinces at a moment when
imperial expansion had given way to the management of stability. The lecture opens with the crisis of
1566 at Zigetvar, where the concealment of the sultan’s death illustrates both the technical skill and
the political fragility of Ottoman statecraft. It then examines Sokollu’s policies of centralisation, fiscal
restraint, and diplomatic containment in relations with Iran, Poland, Venice, and the Habsburg frontier.
Particular attention is paid to the Balkan foundations of his authority: patronage in Rumelia, the
organisation of provincial elites, and interventions in Orthodox affairs, notably the restoration of the
Pec Patriarchate. By placing reputation alongside results, and brokerage alongside its limits, the lecture
seeks to assess soberly the nature of Sokollu’s power and the structural tensions of Ottoman rule in
South-Eastern Europe.
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
